 Poland - a unitary country  in Central Europe is situated between the Baltic Sea on the north and the Sudeten and Carpathian Mountains on the south, in the basin of the Vistula and Oder. The total area of ​​Polish is 312 679 km2,  so it is on  the 70th place in the world and ninth in

Europe. The population is over 38.5 million , making it on 34th place in the world and sixth in the European Union.

 Poland is bordered to the west of Germany, to the south of the Czech Republic and Slovakia to the east of Ukraine and Belarus, north east of Lithuania and tom the north by Russia. The northern boundary is the Baltic Sea with economic zones of Dennmark and Sweden.
Third Republic of Poland  is a rapidly developing country, a member of many

international organizations. Poland is in the European Union, NATO, the UN,

World Trade Organisation, the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development

European Economic Area, International Energy Agency,

Council of Europe, the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe,

International Atomic Energy Agency, the European Space Agency

and G6. Poland is one of the founders of the organization, such as:

Central European Free Trade Agreement, the Council of the Sea

Baltic and Visegrad Group Weimar Triangle. Furthermore, Poland  accepted 

Schengen Agreement and considers the integration of the euro area.

Bydgoszcz (367 054 inhabitants) and Torun (200 080 inhabitants) - Wloclawek

(119 939 inhabitants), Grudziadz (99 578 inhabitants) and Inowroclaw (78 011

inhabitants). The region is located in the centre of Poland, on both banks of the Vistula River, the largest Polish river. There are several universities here. 
The most important of them  are : the Nicolaus Copernicus University in

Torun, Kazimierz Wielki University in Bydgoszcz and University of 
Technology and Sciences in Bydgoszcz.

The region is known for its food processing, also ecological ones.
